Contestants will be judged on scriptural application, content, staying on the subject, organization, clarity 
of speech, memorization, expression, delivery, stage decorum and adhering to the five (5) minute 
time limit.  If a contestant reads their presentation, they will be automatically disqualified. The 
purpose of the speech should be to inform, inspire, persuade, or create concern.
